Office of National Drug Control Policy Reauthorization of 2006
Subcommittee on Criminal Justice, Drug Policy & Human Resources (Government Reform)
Summary of Highlights
Title I – Organization of ONDCP, Roles & Responsibilities
· Amends and repeals in part the Office of National Drug Control Policy Reauthorization Act of 1998. 

· Clarifies and updates various definitions.
· Provides that the Director shall hold the same rank and status as the head of an executive department.

· Spells out succession where Director is absent or dies.
· Describes in detail the duties of the Director and of all deputy directors (demand reduction; supply reduction; state, local and tribal affairs)  

· The Secretaries of Agriculture and Interior are required to submit an assessment on illegal drug cultivation on public lands.
· The Attorney General is required to submit a report on arrests, prosecutions, and seizures related to drugs.
· The Secretary of Homeland Security is required to submit a report on drug seizures and air and maritime patrol hours dedicated to drug supply reduction.
· The Secretary of Defense is required to submit a report on air and maritime patrol hours dedicated to drug supply reduction.
Title II – National Drug Control Strategy

· Existing requirements for a five year strategy followed by annual updates, each containing extensive specific information mandated by statute, are eliminated and replaced with a requirement for an annual strategy.
· Highlights of the requirements include: 1) comprehensive goals for reducing drug use, 2) annual objectives and specific targets to accomplish and evaluate progress toward reduction in drug use; 3) a five-year projection for program and budget priorities; 4) a review of international, state and local, and private sector drug control activities to ensure coordination; 5) an assessment of current illicit drug use, including inhalants and steroids; 6) an assessment of reduction of illicit drug availability; 7) an assessment of the reduction of the consequences of illicit drug use/availability; 8) an assessment of federal effectiveness in accomplishing the previous year’s strategy; 9) statistical data deemed appropriate by the Director to demonstrate and assess various drug trends; and 10) a supplement reviewing the activities and progress of each individual drug control program agency during the previous year.
· The Director is required to consult with appropriate outside individuals and entities in developing the strategy.
· The Director is required to annually submit a description of a performance measurement system for the National Drug Control Strategy and drug control program agencies.

Title III – High Intensity Drug Trafficking Areas

· Several new provisions are added to the existing statutory authorization for the program, which contains limited guidance.
· The Secretary of Homeland Security is added as an official the Director is required to consult before designating a HIDTA.
· The criteria for designating HIDTAs are modified to require consideration of whether 1) the area is a major center for illegal drug production, manufacturing, importation or distribution for the United States; 2) state, local and tribal law enforcement agencies have committed resources to respond to the drug trafficking problem in the area, thereby indicating a determination to respond aggressively to the problem; 3) drug-related activities in the area are having a harmful impact in other areas of the United States; and 4) a significant increase in allocation of Federal resources is necessary to respond adequately to drug-related activities in the area.

· No funding for any HIDTA activities where an equal representation on a HIDTA board is not given between Federal representatives on the one hand and State/local/tribal on the other.

· Permits the Director to authorize use of HIDTA resources in counter-terrorism activities and investigations that are related to drugs, provided such assistance is incidental to HIDTA’s purpose.
· Requires the Director to submit a report to Congress describing, 1) purposes of each HIDTA, 2) long and short-term goals of each HIDTA, and 3) how the performance toward those goals will be measured.  A similar report is required to be integrated into the National Drug Control Strategy.

· Authorizes $240 million for 2007, with a $10 million yearly increase through 2011.

· The Director is required to ensure that a representative of the Drug Enforcement Administration is included in the Intelligence Support Center of each HIDTA.
· The Dawson Family Community Protection Act is included here, with findings expressing the Sense of Congress regarding the firebombing of the Dawson family home in Baltimore in October, 2002, the need for cooperation of citizens in law enforcement, and the need for initiatives aimed at improving community safety and encouraging cooperation to counter illegal drug traffic.
· The Director is directed to ensure that at least $7 million in HIDTA funding is used in areas with severe neighborhood safety and illegal drug distribution problems to ensure neighborhood safety and combat illegal drug trafficking.

Title IV – Counterdrug Technology Assessment Center

· Section 8 contains provisions relating to the Counterdrug Technology Assessment Center.  The title of “Director of Technology” within ONDCP is changed to “Chief Scientist.”
· The National Institute of Drug Abuse and the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Administration is included in the list of agencies to be consulted with respect to technology research related to drug treatment.

Title V – National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign

· Title V contains provisions relating to the National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign.  The bill restates existing law authorizing the Media Campaign and is identical to the version that was included in ONDCP Reauthorization passed by the House on March 9 of this year, with the following minor exceptions: 

· Regarding the requirement that 10% of funds be applied to meth abuse prevention, those funds can be redirected to address other emerging drug threats if meth lab seizures decline by 25% from the 2006 level
· Authorization levels are set at $195 million for 2007 and 2008, and $210 million for 2009 through 2011.

Title VI – Authorizations and Extension of Termination Date
· Extension through September 30, 2010

Title VII – Anti-Doping Agency

· The U.S. Anti-Doping Agency—which is the independent anti-doping organization for the amateur athletic competitions recognized by the U.S. Olympic Committee—is authorized here.

· This section includes language describing the use of “gene-doping” to enhance athletic performance and assures that it will be policed as vigorously as traditional methods of illegal performance enhancements, such as steroids.

· Authorization of appropriations set at $9.7 million for 207, $10.3 million for 2008, $10.6 million for 2009, $11 million for 2010 and $11.5 million for 2011.
Title VIII – Drug-Free Communities

· For 2008 through 2012, authorizations set at $109 million, $114 million, $119 million, $124 million and $129 million.

· Amends the Drug-Free Communities Act to prohibit the suspension or termination of a grant unless the grantee is given a fair, timely and independent appeal.

· Requires the Director to submit a report to Congress detailing that appeals process.

· Prohibits the Director from any new eligibility criteria for grantees that is not spelled out in the statute.

Title IX – National Guard Counterdrug Schools
· The program—funded by Congress since FY 1990—is reauthorized at the level of $30 million each year through 2010.

· The purpose of the program is to provide training in drug interdiction and demand reduction activities to Federal, State, local and tribal personnel, as well as community-based organizations.

Title X – National Methamphetamine Information Clearinghouse

· Identical to the version approved by the House on March as part of ONDCP Reauthorization, except that it prohibits—30 days after passage—expenditure of funds for the ONDCP website “methresources.gov.”

Title XI – Miscellaneous Provisions

· Controlled Substances Act Amendment – Permits a practitioner—upon sufficient notice—to treat up to 100 patients (up from 30) with narcotic drugs for narcotic treatment.  Also includes a provision that this number will revert to 30 if diversion or abuse problems arise.

· Contains the following requirements, most of which were all approved as part of House-passed ONDCP Reauthorization on March 9:  1) South American Heroin Strategy, 2) study on iatrogenic addiction, 3) section on model drug laws (authorized at $1.5 million yearly through 2011), 4) strategy to stop internet advertising of prescription medicine without a prescription, 5)  study of diversion and inappropriate uses of prescription drugs, 6) Afghan heroin strategy, 7) Southwest Border Counternarcotics Strategy, 8) study of mycoherbicide for crop eradication, 9) study of Drug-Endangered Children programs, 10) study on drug court hearings in non-traditional places, 11), report on tribal government participation in HIDTA, 12) report on school drug testing, 13) report on ONDCP performance bonuses, 14) requirement for disclosure of Federal sponsorship of all Federal advertising or other communication material, and 15) awards for demonstration programs by local partnerships to coerce abstinence in chronic hard-drug users under community supervision.
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
